As we plan by child interest we can only forward-plan the skills that we intend children to learn but our topics will be decided on a weekly basis.  Please see below the skills that will be taught during adult led time this term.  Children will also practise these skills as they play. 
Literacy


Reading


Describes main story settings, events and principle characters. (30-50)


Suggests how a story might end (30-50)


Recognises familiar words and signs such as own name (30-50)


Continues a rhyming string


Hears and says initial sounds in words


Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet


Begins to read words


Enjoys an increasing range of books





Writing


Hears and says the initial sounds in words.


Can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together


Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet


Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing some sounds correctly and in sequence.


Writes own name and other things such as labels, captions.


Attempts to write short sentences in meaningful contexts.





Mathematics


Number


Shows an interest in representing numbers. (30-50)


Realises not only objects, but anything can be counted, including steps, claps or jumps. (30-50)


Recognises numerals 1 to 5.


Counts up to three or four objects by saying one number name for each item.


Counts actions or objects which cannot be moved.


Counts objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond 10.


Counts out up to six objects from a larger group. (40-60)








Shape, space and measure


Shows interest in shapes in the environment.


Uses shapes appropriately for tasks.


Beginning to talk about the shapes of everyday objects, e.g. ‘round’ and ‘tall’. (30-50)


Beginning to use mathematical names for ‘solid’ 3D shapes and ‘flat’ 2D shapes, and mathematical terms to describe shapes.


Selects a particular named shape.


Can describe their relative position such as ‘behind’ or ‘next to’. (40-60)





Understanding of the World





Recognises and describes special times or events for family or friends.


Shows interest in different occupations and ways of life.


Knows some of the things that make them unique, and can talk about some of the similarities and differences in relation to friends or family. (30-50)


Talks about why things happen and how things work.


Developing an understanding of growth, decay and changes over time.


Shows care and concern for living things and the environment.


Knows how to operate simple equipment, e.g. turns on CD player and uses remote control.


Knows that information can be retrieved from computers








Expressive Arts and Design





Begins to build a repertoire of songs and dances.


Explores the different sounds of instruments.


Explores what happens when they mix colours.


Experiments to create different textures. 


Understands that different media can be combined to create new effects. (EM&M 40-60)


Uses available resources to create props to support role-play.


Captures experiences and responses with a range of media, such as music, dance and paint and other materials or words. (BI 30-50)


Create simple representations of events, people and objects.


Initiates new combinations of movement and gesture in order to express and respond to feelings, ideas and experiences.
