Reception – Summer Term – Specific Areas





Understanding of the World





Children know about similarities and difference in relation to places, objects, materials and living things. They talk about the features of their own immediate environment and how environments might vary from one another. (ELG)


They make observations of animals and plants and explain why some things occur, and talk about changes. (ELG)


Children recognize that a range of technology is used in places such as homes and schools. (ELG)

Number


Begin to use the vocabulary involved in adding and subtraction in practical activities and discussion (40-60)


Children count reliably with numbers from 1-20, place them in order and say which number is 1 more or 1 less than a given number. (ELG)


Add and subtract two digit single numbers using objects – they can count on or back to find the answer. (ELG)


Solve problems which include doubling, halving and sharing. (ELG)





Shape, space and measure


Orders 2-3 items by length or height (40-Children use everyday language to talk about size, weight, capacity, position, distance, time and money.


They compare quantities and objects and solve problems (ELG)


They recognise, create and describe patterns. (ELG)


They explore characteristics of everyday objects and shapes using mathematical language to describe them. (ELG)
